Starts out like kennel
cough, but within a couple of days turns into pneumonia, requiring
intensive emergency treatment.

Beware of Heartwormes.
They are HERE!

This has been a very bad year for heartworm (HW)
positive Shelties. We have treated 7 HW positive dogs.
Our hearts ache for the one we lost due to
complications. Another was rushed to emergency care
due to problems with breathing after his first injection.
This is an easily preventable disease with monthly HW
prevention, Interceptor. HW tests are recommended
yearly, even for dogs receiving monthly Interceptor.
Please spread the word and keep your pets safe.

Treatment, under veterinarian care, takes about 6 mo.
Pre-treatment requires x-rays, monthly Interceptor,
regulated Doxycyline. and limited activity for about 4
months. Then treatment of the first injection of
immiticide, 30 days later another injection and the next
day the 3rd injection. Basically, immiticide is arsenic.
Alternative treatments can be monthly Interceptor with
regulated Doxycyline treatments that must be followed
for several years, until the dog tests negative.

Currently we have received word that there will be no
immiticide treatment available for a year or more.
There are no companies that are manufacturing one of
the necessary ingredients, melarsomine. Currently,
there is NO treatment cure that doesn't take years.
Merial is not discussing the situation and has taken all
references to immiticide off their website.

Right now, the information published by The American
Heartworm Society recommends a maintenance plan
that has been sent to Veterinarians. The hope is to
keep your pet alive and as healthy as possible until the
lack of immiticide is resolved. Details of the
maintenance plan are described at the American
Heartworm Society site:

We hope everyone knows to use Interceptor for their
Heartworm Prevention. Hartgard, Worm Shield,
Iverheart, ALL contain Ivermectin and can be
poisonous to Shelties. We recommend that you do
NOT use a product containing lvermectin unless your
Sheltie has been DNA tested for the MDR1 gene. This
test can be completed by a mouth swab or blood test.
The test cost is about $70.

Ivermectin can cause seizures, coma, blindness,
staggering, deafness and even death is Shelties and
Collies.
