Look up “mature” in the dictionary, and part of the
meaning reads “completed, perfected”, which
summarily describes most older dogs.

Dogs that are 7 years and older, can be relinquished
to shelters and rescue groups at twice the rate of
younger dogs. These dogs are referred to as
“seniors”, when in fact, a 7 year old Sheltie (with an
average lifespan of 12-15 years), may still have half
of its life ahead.

Many seniors are relinquished by owners who died,
or became too old to care for the dog themselves.
Therefore, mature dogs make fantastic pets. They
are mellower than a youngster, housetrained, well
past the chewing stage, don’t have to be constantly
entertained, are more companion focused, and
additionally, have a lower adoption fee.

In the 1970’s, a dog’s average lifespan was 7-8
years. Thanks to technology, improved treatments,
and better nutrition, today’s dogs (across all breeds)
can expect to live 10-15 years.

Once in rescue, older dogs can take five times as
long to find a home.

What you see is what you get with an older dog. No
worries about whether the dog will be larger or
smaller than anticipated, and their temperament is
well established.

Dogs can’'t count, so age is irrelevant to them.
